I. JESUS, THE COMING KING, WILL KEEP HIS PROMISES 
REVELATION 19:11-20:6 

 

Revelation 19:11-20:6 
11 

Now I saw heaven opened, and behold, a white horse. 

And He who sat on him was called Faithful and True, and in righteousness He 

judges and makes war. 
12 

His eyes were like a flame of fire, and on His head 

were many crowns. He had a name written that no one knew except Himself. 
13 

He was clothed with a robe dipped in blood, and His name is called The Word 

of God. 
14 

And the armies in heaven, clothed in fine linen, white and clean, 

followed Him on white horses. 
15 

Now out of His mouth goes a sharp sword, that 

with it He should strike the nations. And He Himself will rule them with a rod of 

iron. He Himself treads the winepress of the fierceness and wrath of Almighty 

God. 
16 

And He has on His robe and on His thigh a name written: KING OF 

KINGS AND LORD OF LORDS. 
17 

Then I saw an angel standing in the sun; 

and he cried with a loud voice, saying to all the birds that fly in the midst of 

heaven, ñCome and gather together for the supper of the great God, 
18 

that you 

may eat the flesh of kings, the flesh of captains, the flesh of mighty men, the 

flesh of horses and of those who sit on them, and the flesh of all people, free and 

slave, both small and great.ò 
19 

And I saw the beast, the kings of the earth, and 

their armies, gathered together to make war against Him who sat on the horse 

and against His army. 
20 

Then the beast was captured, and with him the false 

prophet who worked signs in his presence, by which he deceived those who 

received the mark of the beast and those who worshiped his image. These two 

were cast alive into the lake of fire burning with brimstone. 
21 

And the rest were 

killed with the sword which proceeded from the mouth of Him who sat on the 

horse. And all the birds were filled with their flesh. 
1 

Then I saw an angel 

coming down from heaven, having the key to the bottomless pit and a great 

chain in his hand. 
2 
He laid hold of the dragon, that serpent of old, who is the 

Devil and Satan, and bound him for a thousand years; 
3 
and he cast him into the 

bottomless pit, and shut him up, and set a seal on him, so that he should deceive 

the nations no more till the thousand years were finished. But after these things 

he must be released for a little while. 
4 
And I saw thrones, and they sat on them, 

and judgment was committed to them. Then I saw the souls of those who had 

been beheaded for their witness to Jesus and for the word of God, who had not 

worshiped the beast or his image, and had not received his mark on their 

foreheads or on their hands. And they lived and reigned with Christ for a 

thousand years. 
5 
But the rest of the dead did not live again until the thousand 

years were finished. This is the first resurrection. 
6 
Blessed and holy is he who 

has part in the first resurrection. Over such the second death has no power, but 

they shall be priests of God and of Christ, and shall reign with Him a thousand 

years.

4 
So Abram departed as the LORD had spoken to him, and Lot went 

with him. And Abram was seventy-five years old when he departed from Haran. 

 

Genesis 13:14b-15, ñLift your eyes now and look from the place where you 

areð northward, southward, eastward, and westward; 
15

 for all the land which 

you see I give to you and your descendants forever.

B) To David (2 Samuel 7; Isaiah 9, 11) 

2 Samuel 7:5-16
5 
ñGo and tell My servant David, óThus says the LORD: ñWould 

you build a house for Me to dwell in? 
6 
For I have not dwelt in a house since the 

time that I brought the children of Israel up from Egypt, even to this day, but 

have moved about in a tent and in a tabernacle. 
7 
Wherever I have moved about 

with all the children of Israel, have I ever spoken a word to anyone from the 

tribes of Israel, whom I commanded to shepherd My people Israel, saying, óWhy 

have you not built Me a house of cedar?ô ò ô 
8 
Now therefore, thus shall you say 

to My servant David, óThus says the LORD of hosts: ñI took you from the 

sheepfold, from following the sheep, to be ruler over My people, over Israel. 
9 
And I have been with you wherever you have gone, and have cut off all your 

enemies from before you, and have made you a great name, like the name of the 

great men who are on the earth. 
10 

Moreover I will appoint a place for My 

people Israel, and will plant them, that they may dwell in a place of their 

own and move no more; nor shall the sons of wickedness oppress them 

anymore, as previously, 
11 

since the time that I commanded judges to be over 

My people Israel, and have caused you to rest from all your enemies. Also the 

LORD tells you that He will make you a house. 
12 
ñWhen your days are fulfilled 

and you rest with your fathers, I will set up your seed after you, who will 

come from your body, and I will establish his kingdom. 
13 

He shall build a 

house for My name, and I will establish the throne of his kingdom forever. 
14 

I 

will be his Father, and he shall be My son. If he commits iniquity, I will chasten 

him with the rod of men and with the blows of the sons of men. 
15 

But My mercy 

shall not depart from him, as I took it from Saul, whom I removed from before 

you. 
16 

And your house and your kingdom shall be established forever 

before you. Your throne shall be established forever.ò ô ò 

God promised to David a ruling seed forever! 

 

C) To Israel (Jeremiah 30:1-11)

1 
The word that came to Jeremiah from the LORD, saying, 

2 

ñThus speaks the LORD God of Israel, saying: óWrite in a book for yourself all 

the words that I have spoken to you. 
3 
For behold, the days are coming,ô says 

the LORD, óthat I will bring back from captivity My people Israel and Judah,ô 

says the LORD. óAnd I will cause them to return to the land that I gave to their 

fathers, and they shall possess it.ô ò 
4 

Now these are the words that the LORD 

spoke concerning Israel and Judah. 
5 
ñFor thus says the LORD: óWe have heard a 

voice of trembling, Of fear, and not of peace. 
6 

Ask now, and see, Whether a 

man is ever in labor with child? So why do I see every man with his hands on his 

loins Like a woman in labor, And all faces turned pale? 
7 
Alas! For that day is 

great, So that none is like it; And it is the time of Jacobôs trouble, But he shall be 

saved out of it. 
8 
óFor it shall come to pass in that day,ô Says the LORD of 

hosts, óThat I will break his yoke from your neck, And will burst your 

bonds; Foreigners shall no more enslave them. 
9 

But they shall serve the 

LORD their God, And David their king, Whom I will raise up for them.  
10 

óTherefore do not fear, O My servant Jacob,ô says the LORD, óNor be dismayed, 

O Israel; For behold, I will save you from afar, And your seed from the 

land of their captivity. Jacob shall return, have rest and be quiet, And no 

one shall make him afraid. 
11 

For I am with you,ô says the LORD, óto save you; 

Though I make a full end of all nations where I have scattered you, Yet I 

will not make a complete end of you. But I will correct you in justice, And will 

not let you go altogether unpunished.ô 

D) To All Believers (Acts 1:9-11) 

Acts 1:9-11 
9 
Now when He had spoken these things, while they watched, He 

was taken up, and a cloud received Him out of their sight. 
10 

And while they 

looked steadfastly toward heaven as He went up, behold, two men stood by 

them in white apparel, 
11 
who also said, ñMen of Galilee, why do you stand 

gazing up into heaven? This same Jesus, who was taken up from you into 

heaven, will so come in like manner as you saw Him go into heaven.ò 

II. JESUS, THE COMING KING, WILL REVERSE THE CURSE 
Isaiah 11:6-9 | Revelation 21:1-7 | Romans 8:18-23 

 
Reversal of the predatory nature of the animal kingdom.  No more 
survival of the fittest! 

Isaiah 11:6-9
6 
ñThe wolf also shall dwell with the lamb, The leopard shall lie 

down with the young goat, The calf and the young lion and the fatling together; 

And a little child shall lead them. 
7 
The cow and the bear shall graze; Their 

young ones shall lie down together; And the lion shall eat straw like the ox. 
8 



The nursing child shall play by the cobraôs hole, And the weaned child shall put 

his hand in the viperôs den. 
9 
They shall not hurt nor destroy in all My holy 

mountain, For the earth shall be full of the knowledge of the LORD As the waters 

cover the sea. 

The earth is groaning due to the far-reaching curse on all of creation 

Romans 8:18-23 
18 

For I consider that the sufferings of this present time are 

not worthy to be compared with the glory which shall be revealed in us. 
19 

For the earnest expectation of the creation eagerly waits for the revealing of the 

sons of God. 
20 

For the creation was subjected to futility, not willingly, but 

because of Him who subjected it in hope; 
21 

because the creation itself also will 

be delivered from the bondage of corruption into the glorious liberty of the 

children of God. 
22 

For we know that the whole creation groans and labors 

with birth pangs together until now. 
23 

Not only that, but we also who have 

the firstfruits of the Spirit, even we ourselves groan within ourselves, eagerly 

waiting for the adoption, the redemption of our body. 

Jesus is coming to make all things new 

Revelation 21:1-7 
1 
Now I saw a new heaven and a new earth, for the first 

heaven and the first earth had passed away. Also there was no more sea. 
2 
Then 

I, John, saw the holy city, New Jerusalem, coming down out of heaven from 

God, prepared as a bride adorned for her husband. 
3 
And I heard a loud voice 

from heaven saying, ñBehold, the tabernacle of God is with men, and He will 

dwell with them, and they shall be His people. God Himself will be with them 

and be their God. 
4 
And God will wipe away every tear from their eyes; there 

shall be no more death, nor sorrow, nor crying. There shall be no more 

pain, for the former things have passed away.ò 
5 
Then He who sat on the 

throne said, ñBehold, I make all things new.ò And He said to me, ñWrite, for 

these words are true and faithful.ò 
6 
And He said to me, ñIt is done! I am the 

Alpha and the Omega, the Beginning and the End. I will give of the fountain of 

the water of life freely to him who thirsts. 
7 
He who overcomes shall inherit all 

things, and I will be his God and he shall be My son. 

 

III. JESUS, THE COMING KING, WILL BE THE CENTERPIECE OF 

ETERNAL WORSHIP AND GLORY 
Jeremiah 31:31-40 | Revelation 21:9-22:5 

 

Jeremiah 31:31-40 
31 
ñBehold, the days are coming, says the LORD, when I will 

make a new covenant with the house of Israel and with the house of 

Judahð 
32 

not according to the covenant that I made with their fathers in the 

day that I took them by the hand to lead them out of the land of Egypt, My 

covenant which they broke, though I was a husband to them, says the LORD. 
33 

But this is the covenant that I will make with the house of Israel after those 

days, says the LORD: I will put My law in their minds, and write it on their 

hearts; and I will be their God, and they shall be My people. 
34 

No more shall 

every man teach his neighbor, and every man his brother, saying, óKnow the 

LORD,ô for they all shall know Me, from the least of them to the greatest of 

them, says the LORD. For I will forgive their iniquity, and their sin I will 

remember no more.ò 
35 

Thus says the LORD, Who gives the sun for a light by 

day, The ordinances of the moon and the stars for a light by night, Who disturbs 

the sea, And its waves roar (The LORD of hosts is His name): 
36 
ñIf those 

ordinances depart From before Me, says the LORD, Then the seed of Israel shall 

also cease From being a nation before Me forever.ò 
37 

Thus says the LORD: ñIf 

heaven above can be measured, And the foundations of the earth searched out 

beneath, I will also cast off all the seed of Israel For all that they have done, says 

the LORD. 
38 
ñBehold, the days are coming, says the LORD, that the city shall 

be built for the LORDð from the Tower of Hananel to the Corner Gate. 
39 

The 

surveyorôs line shall again extend straight forward over the hill Gareb; then it 

shall turn toward Goath. 
40 

And the whole valley of the dead bodies and of the 

ashes, and all the fields as far as the Brook Kidron, to the corner of the Horse 

Gate toward the east, shall be holy to the LORD. It shall not be plucked up or 

thrown down anymore forever.ò 

Revelation 21:9-22:5 
9 
Then one of the seven angels who had the seven bowls 

filled with the seven last plagues came to me and talked with me, saying, 

ñCome, I will show you the bride, the Lambôs wife.ò 
10 

And he carried me 

away in the Spirit to a great and high mountain, and showed me the great 

city, the holy Jerusalem, descending out of heaven from God, 
11 

having the 

glory of God. Her light was like a most precious stone, like a jasper stone, 

clear as crystal. 
12 

Also she had a great and high wall with twelve gates, and 

twelve angels at the gates, and names written on them, which are the names of 

the twelve tribes of the children of Israel: 
13 

three gates on the east, three gates 

on the north, three gates on the south, and three gates on the west. 
14 

Now the 

wall of the city had twelve foundations, and on them were the names of the 

twelve apostles of the Lamb. 
15 

And he who talked with me had a gold reed to 

measure the city, its gates, and its wall. 
16 

The city is laid out as a square; its 

length is as great as its breadth. And he measured the city with the reed: twelve 

thousand furlongs (1,400 miles Approximately the distance from Jasper, IN to 

Salt Lake City, UT 1500 miles, and Augusta, ME to Tampa, FL, outerspace 

begins at 62 miles and the space station is between 100-300 miles). Its length, 

breadth, and height are equal. 
17 

Then he measured its wall: one hundred and 

forty-four cubits (200 Feet high), according to the measure of a man, that is, of 

an angel. 
18 

The construction of its wall was of jasper; and the city was pure 

gold, like clear glass. 
19 

The foundations of the wall of the city were adorned 

with all kinds of precious stones: the first foundation was jasper, the second 

sapphire, the third chalcedony, the fourth emerald, 
20 

the fifth sardonyx, the sixth 

sardius, the seventh chrysolite, the eighth beryl, the ninth topaz, the tenth 

chrysoprase, the eleventh jacinth, and the twelfth amethyst. 
21 

The twelve gates 



were twelve pearls: each individual gate was of one pearl. And the street of the 

city was pure gold, like transparent glass. 
22 

But I saw no temple in it, for the 

Lord God Almighty and the Lamb are its temple. 
23 

The city had no need of 

the sun or of the moon to shine in it, for the glory of God illuminated it. The 

Lamb is its light. 
24 

And the nations of those who are saved shall walk in its 

light, and the kings of the earth bring their glory and honor into it. 
25 

Its gates 

shall not be shut at all by day (there shall be no night there). 
26 

And they shall 

bring the glory and the honor of the nations into it. 
27 

But there shall by no 

means enter it anything that defiles, or causes an abomination or a lie, but 

only those who are written in the Lambôs Book of Life. 
1 
And he showed me 

a pure river of water of life, clear as crystal, proceeding from the throne of God 

and of the Lamb. 
2 
In the middle of its street, and on either side of the river, was 

the tree of life, which bore twelve fruits, each tree yielding its fruit every month. 

The leaves of the tree were for the healing of the nations. 
3 
And there shall be no 

more curse, but the throne of God and of the Lamb shall be in it, 

and His servants shall serve Him. 
4 
They shall see His face, and 

His name shall be on their foreheads. 
5 
There shall be no night 

there: They need no lamp nor light of the sun, for the Lord 

God gives them light. And they shall reign forever and ever. 

“And there shall be no more curse, but the throne of God and of the 

Lamb shall be in it, and his servants shall serve Him.  They shall see His 

face, and His name shall be on their foreheads.  There shall be no night 

there: They need no lamp nor light of the sun, for the Lord God gives 

them light.  And they shall reign forever and ever…Behold, I am 

coming quickly!  Blessed is he who keeps the words of the 

prophecy of this book.” Revelation 22:3-5, 7
