Ukraine. Each camper from the church had to
bring an unbeliever in order to come to camp, so
we should have many unbelievers at camp. The
next two weeks of camp will be back in Romania,
with one in the North and one in the South. Ken
Rudolph will be the speaker. The first of those
weeks has 124 registered, but only 8 are believers
from the church!
