Part 2-The Lamb that is Worthy
Revelation 5

But one of the elders said to me, “Do not
weep. Behold, the Lion of the tribe of Judah,
the Root of David, has prevailed to open the scroll and
to loose its seven seals. "And I looked, and behold, in the midst of the throne ana of
the four living creatures, and in the midst of the elders, stood a Lamb as though it
had been slain, having seven horns and seven eyes, which are the seven Spirits of
God sent out into all the earth. Then He came and took the scroll out of the right
hand of Him who sat on the throne. Revelation 5:5-7

Imagery of Revelation 5—

Scroll—written on both sides and sealed with seven seals. “Stauffer
observes that the Roman law required a will to be sealed sevent
times as illustrated in the wills left by Augustus and Vespasian for
their successors. The contents of this scroll is the prophesy of
impending events to be unfolded in the book of revelation.

The Strong Angel—This strong angel logically is Gabriel who was
also the angel that closed and sealed the book to Daniel.

Lion of Judah—(Gen. 49:9-10) future ruler would be from Judah’s
tribe

Root of David-(Isaiah 11:1) predicted king from David. Also
completion of Davidic Covenant.

In the midst of the throne—The lamb had been there all along and
was either at the Father’s right hand, or he sat with Him, but was
indistinguishable from the Father until he arose and come forth.

Had been slain—Clear reference to our crucified Savior

Seven horns—seven marking completion and horns designating
power and rule (Dan. 7:24, Rev. 13:1).

Seven eyes—these are the seven spirits of God (Zech 3:9, 4:10) and is
another reference to the H.S. (John 16:7)

Lamb—This is the only place in the entire Bible where the exact word
for lamb is used (sacrificial lamb occurs in four passages
elsewhere, John 1:29, 36; Acts 8:32; 1 Peter 1:19) and it stresses
his redemptive work. This term occurs 28 times in Revelation and
the term lion is used of Jesus only once in Revelation.

Came and took the scroll-this designates that the Lamb was worthy
to take the scroll, AND that it is Jesus himself who will unleash
judgment and power on the earth. (cf Dan. 7:13-14).
