Part 4-The 144,000:
The Sealed for Life and Righteousness

Revelation 7

Chapter 7 is considered an interlude where we return
to heaven where God is sealing for himself 144,000 from the
nation of Israel and where a multitude of martyred believers are
worshipping God. It is significant to note that the connection between the activities
in heaven and the activities upon earth. On earth believers are being martyred, yet
in heaven they are immediately brought before the throne to worship and be
comforted. In heaven God is sealing 144,000 Jews and upon the earth these sealed
ones are experiencing fruitful and protected ministry. Make no mistake; the
activities of heaven orchestrate the realities upon this earth. As Isaiah said, “Thus
says the Lord: ‘Heaven is my throne, and the earth is My footstool.””

Romans 11:.25-27, Zech. 12:10: Dan. 9-24-27: Rev. 14:1-14
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for iniquity, To bring in everlasting righteousness, To seal up vision and prophecy,
And to anoint the Most Holy.

25 “Know therefore and understand, That from the going forth of the command To
restore and build Jerusalem (decreeby Artaxerxes Longimanuysssued on March 5,
4448.c., Neh. 2:18.) Until Messiah the Prince (First advent, Triumphal entry),
There shall be seven weeks and sixty-two weeks; The street shall be built again, and
the wall, Even in troublesome times.

Daniel's prophesy ofhe 70 weeks helps clarify what God is doing in the past,
present and future.

12 And because lawlessness will abound, the love of many will grow cold.
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13 But he who endures to the end shall be saved.

14 And this gospel of the kingdom will be preached in all the world as a
witness to all the nations, and then the end will come.

15 “Therefore when you see the ‘abomination of desolation,” spoken of by
Daniel the prophet, standing in the holy place” (whoever reads, let him
understand),

16 “then let those who are in Judea flee to the mountains.

17 Let him who is on the housetop not go down to take anything out of his
house.

The 144,000 are the sealed from the tribes of Israel, they are believing
Israel!

Revelation 14:2141 Then | looked, and behold, a Lamb standing on Mount Zion,
and with Him one hundred and fortf our t housand, having
written on their foreheads.

2 And | heard a voice from heaven, like the voice of many waters, and like the voice

of loud thunder. And | heard the sound of harpists playing their harps.

3 They sang as it were a new song before the throne, before the four living creatures,

and the elders; and no one could learn that song except the hundred and forty-four
thousand who were redeemed from the earth.

11 And the smoke of their torment ascends forever and ever; and they have no rest
day or night, who worship the beast and his image, and whoever receives the mark of
his name.”

12 Here is the paence of the saints; here are those who keep the commandments
of God and the faith of Jesus.

13 Then I heard a voice from heaven saying to me, “Write: ‘Blessed are the dead

who die in the Lord from now on.” ” “Yes,” says the Spirit, “that they may rest from
their labors, and their works follow them.”

Joseph and one of his
two sons, Manasseh, are listed, but Ephraim, Joseph’s other son, is omitted. Thus if Dan
were included, there would have been 13 tribes. According to J.B. Smith, Scripture contains
29 lists of the tribes of Israel in the Old and New Testaments and in no case are more than
12 tribes mentioned (A Revelation of Jesus Christ, p. 130). The tribe omitted was usually
Levi, from which the priesthood came. Inasmuch as it is normal to have only 12 and not 13
tribes, the omission of Dan is not significant. Perhaps Dan was omitted here because it was
one of the first tribes to go into idolatry (Jud. 18:30; cf. 1 Kings 12:28-29). However, Dan
is mentioned in Ezekiel 48:2 in the millennial land distribution.!

| personally believe that the omission of Dan is a mystery that will be revealed by God in
the future and too much speculation on the omission of Dan is like “grasping the wind,” as
God does not give us a hint to why they were omitted here, nor why other tribes are
omitted many of the other listings of the tribes. Also consider the fact that 12 apostles
were called the 12 when there was only 11 (Judas was dead).

Revelation 6:9119 When He opened the fifth seal, | saw under the altar the souls of
those who had been slain for the word of God and for the testimony which they held.
